® VA's Legal Services for Veterans Programs, which help address legal barriers to stable housing

e VA's temporary housing programs, such as Grant and Per Diem transitional housing and Health Care for

Homeless Veterans Contracted Emergency Services, which provide safe, short-term housing options

® VA's Veterans Benefits Banking Program, which offers credit counseling,

financial education, and financial counseling opportunities

These are in addition to VA's robust housing assistance programs that ultimately connect Veterans to safe, stable,

accessible, and affordable housing.
